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Wisconsin’s First Tree Top Zip Lining Adventure Opens for Business

WISCONSIN DELLS, Wis. — Calling all dare devils. If you’re a thrill seeker, you’ll want to be
sure to check out Wisconsin’s first tree top zip lining adventure, spanning nearly 2,500
feet. It is now open for business at America’s Largest Waterpark Resort, Wilderness Hotel
& Golf Resort in Wisconsin Dells.

The zip line experience allows guests to plunge from five, 60 foot tall towers that
rise above the Dells’ famous Lost Canyon with depths of up to 55 feet, making some of
the zip line over 100 feet above ground level. The five zip lines run 356 feet, 314 feet,
488 feet, 426 feet, and 907 feet, which is over 8 football fields in length combined!

Resort guests wanting to give the zip line a try must be between 70 and 240
pounds. It costs $45 and reservations must be made by calling ext. 4764 from a resort
phone. Tours, which run daily dependent upon the weather, consist of up to 10 people
and two guides. They take approximately two hours to complete and include a
mandatory pre-zip safety briefing. All children, who meet the appropriate weight
requirements, need to be accompanied by an adult at the drop off and pick up points,
and they must also have a signed permission slip.

Other new things at the Wilderness include a new 18 hole Jurassic-themed
outdoor mini golf course this summer by the Lost World outdoor waterpark; Lost World
Go-Karts & Lost World Kiddy Karts; Wild West Bumper Boats; and two indoor 3-D, black
light mini golf courses. All of these attractions are part of an Extreme Fun Pass which
costs $20. It includes nine holes of golf at each of the Wild Buccaneer and Wild Abyss

indoor mini golf courses; one ride on the Wild West Bumper Boats; one admission to the
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OK Corral Lazer Runner tag; eight tokens for the Northern Lights Arcade; one go-kart or
kiddy-kart ride; 18-holes of outdoor Jurassic Mini Golf and a $1 off a blended ice cream
temptation at Pistol Pete’s Beans & Ice Cream. A Fun Pass is also available for $12 and
it includes everything listed above except the go-kart or kiddy-kart ride and the 18 holes
of outdoor Jurassic Mini Golf.
